WHERE TO GIVE AND WHERE NOT TO GIVE


Amid the emerging Second World Depression, millions are longtime out of work and millions more are chronically underemployed, and consequently there is less disposable income to give to charities and nonprofits.  But even during the so-called “roaring 90s,” jobs were inexorably being offshored and the so-called “boom” had a fetid underbelly of poverty that foreshadowed the subsequent collapse.  This is all the more reason why whatever giving one undertakes must not fall into the wrong hands.  Some “charities” do much more harm than good.  It is literally better to put the money in the fireplace and burn it.  A related serious issue is how shockingly little giving actually reaches the poor.


Over the past decade, the Center for Media and Democracy, which should be supported, has done excellent work in exposing that all large legacy environmental organizations except the Sierra Club have been co-opted by polluting industries.  Although some, such as the Audubon Society, have had venerable histories, they are now merely bloated bureaucracies that only greenwash the images of polluting corporations and divert the well-intentioned donations of mostly the bourgeoisie away from any actual advocacy.  For example, the only thing the Nature Conservancy is good for is producing slick programming for PBS that makes the viewer feel good.  Its claim that “the cure for cancer may be hidden in the rainforest” is pathetic.  One herbal cure for cancer was hidden on an Indigenous reservation out west over 100 years ago, but its discoverer was thrown out of the country.  Another similar cure was hidden in Dallas in the '40s, but its discoverer was thrown out of the country.  A diet was “hidden” in California during the First World Depression, but its discoverer was poisoned twice with arsenic, the second time successfully, a victim of extrajudicial execution.  Still another cure was hidden in Houston in the '90s, but its discoverer was ruthlessly persecuted.  Ending the war on cancer will destroy double-digit millions of highly-compensated jobs that destroy life to support a high-on-the-hog lifestyle of sexual predation and other addictions.  This is why Teddy Kennedy is dead when we needed him the most to get single payer like what every other civilized nation has.  The cure from Houston is particularly effective with the kind of cancer Kennedy had.  Instead, we are stuck with a giveaway to the health insurance industry, yet another predatory cartel of highly-compensated jobs that destroy life to sustain sexual violence, cocaine, and other addictions.  No, the real reason to save the rainforest is because destroying it will severely disrupt world climate, including but not limited to exacerbating anthropogenic climate disruption, causing devastating drought, floods, hurricanes, and other climate disasters, resulting in billions starving to death.  No medical propaganda is necessary.


But the worst offender by far among legacy environmental nonprofits is the Environmental Defense Fund.  Cognizant of its having been exposed by the Center for Media and Democracy as a PR flack, it nowadays goes by “Environmental Defense” to intentionally engender confusion with the Environmental Defense Council, which is an effective advocacy organization.  The only thing EDF is good for is to help corporations like McDonald's and spineless politicians who have been bought by campaign contributors to greenwash their images.  Instead, one should only give to the Sierra Club and the Environmental Defense Council, which eschew corporate and other overclass sponsorship, and to various and sundry grassroots environmental organizations such as Greenpeace, the Rainforest Action Network, the Dogwood Alliance, Forest Ethics, and the Wolf River Conservancy, all of which do actual advocacy.  This is why the corporate and overclass polluters (and sexual predators) are so hell-bent on defaming Greenpeace and the Rainforest Action Network, because they are absolutely terrified of them.


Another area never to give to is medical charities.  For example, the American Diabetes Association is funded by the artificial sweetener industry, as acknowledged on its own website.  Hundreds of artificial sweetener product labels proclaim, “We are a proud sponsor of the American Diabetes Association.”  This is why their site and literature are constantly plugging artificial sweetener products, even though they are known carcinogens that inflict damage to internal organs and leach calcium out of bones.  Another example is the American Heart Association.  Its red dress campaign, excoriated elsewhere on the Articles page, is a scam to ram exorbitantly expensive, carcinogenic, and Alzheimer-causing statins down the throats of millions of healthy women.  As I mentioned in the trans fat paper, neurons require the waxy cholesterol in their cellular membranes in order for neurotransmitter receptors to function properly, and both types of lipoprotein are required to repair oxidative damage in arteries which actually causes heart attacks.  Cholesterol is also the precursor of the endogenous vitamin D3 made via exposure to sunlight, deficiencies of which are a known cause of MS and a risk factor for Parkinson (as noted elsewhere on the Articles page).  Further, cholesterol is the precursor of all sex hormones, and of all glucocorticoids that are required to sustain life.  Deficiency of cholesterol can cause sex hormone deficiencies and Addison (glucocorticoid deficiencies).  The amount of money wasted on statins alone could provide every man, woman, and child with a healthy organic diet, subsidized housing, a baccalaureate degree, and single payer.  Also, both vegans and low-carb activists, normally dietary adversaries, are in agreement to reject the food pyramid as another failed theory which is the result of the influence-peddling of agribusiness lobbies.

An even worse example is Children with Attention Deficit Disorder (ChADD), an Astroturf group founded and sponsored by Big Pharma to ram dangerous stimulants down the throats of children when known causes of hyperactivity include exposure to television and video games, poor diet, excitotoxins added to food by agribusiness, and militaristic, prison-like schools.  Further, bright children find these dumbed-down schools, boring curricula laced with industry propaganda, and regimentation to be unendurable, so oftentimes the AD/HD (or whatever they’re calling it this week) label is essentially brightsizing the next generation, disabling the brains of the best and brightest so that the overclass and their sycophants and camp followers can remain in power.  All stimulants cause heart disease and stroke, breast cancer, prostate cancer, violence, suicide, PMS, hot flashes, and seasonal allergies.  An even more atrocious example is the National Alliance for the Mentally Ill (NAMI), which is heavily funded by Big Pharma and is literally a union for family abusers.  These abusers, completely devoid of conscience as all abusers are, hide their brutalization of defenseless women, children, elderly, persons with physical disabilities, and traumatized adult survivors of childhood abuse behind Big Pharma’s godless genetic and biochemical theories, which are entirely the result of scientific fraud and dishonesty.


But the worst offender of all is the American Cancer Society.  This for-profit, tax-evading fraud is heavily sponsored by agribusiness, the pesticide, herbicide, fungicide, algaecide, and fertilizer industry, the chemical industry, and the nuclear industry, all notorious carcinogenic industries.  The American Cancer Society owns many patents on “chemo” agents that are extremely lucrative.  So these pollutocrats (as Grist Magazine calls them) are both making obscene fortunes in causing cancer and then turning around and making more obscene fortunes in “treating” it with failed theories that further destroy the immune system that had failed in the first place.  One person at the church where I was baptized refused treatment for lung cancer and lived for a solid decade after being “given” three months to live, despite being a formerly homeless person and failing to quit smoking.  In contrast, another member of the same congregation died 18 months after starting “treatment” for breast cancer, despite never smoking and always being bourgeois.  One elderly friend who refused treatment for ovarian cancer enjoyed approx. 12 years of high-quality life before dying of something else.  If it wasn’t all true, Teddy Kennedy would still be alive.


Another organization to never support is the Red Cross.  Thousands of doctors, nurses, and other providers in Memphis otherwise staunchly committed to allopathic medical militarism have been openly decrying the corruption of this organization since the 20th century, begging eligible blood donors to only give blood to the local blood bank, because Red Cross will sell it elsewhere at a profit rather than letting local trauma patients have it.  All major cities, all mid-sized cities, and many small cities have such a local blood bank that is not affiliated with Red Cross.  The medical providers’ longtime condemnation of Red Cross corruption was borne out during Hurricane Katrina.  It was scandalous how little aid actually reached the Gulf Coast and how much was squandered on useless, greedy bureaucracy.


A similar scandal exposed the United Way in the ‘90s.  The insider connections of these lazy bureaucrats are why all large employers invariably pressure their employees to kick back some of their paychecks to this worthless and destructive bureaucracy.  This is how the ruling and managerial classes obstruct real advocacy while greenwashing their images.  Not to even mention its racist promotion of ramming failed chemo drugs down the throats of African Americans who are merely suffering from hunger and chronic noncaloric malnutrition on the pretense of fraudulent slow virus theories based on scientific fraud.  An excellent alternative to United Way is Volunteers of America, which was popularized in a song by Jefferson Airplane, long before it became Starship.

If one is pro-choice, one should beware of all of the large groups, as they have all been corrupted by industry just as most of the large environmental groups have.  Instead, give to Women’s Action Coalition, which has retained its grassroots character.  If one is against abortion, give to Birthright because it has no links to terrorism.  If one is for animal rights, give to the Humane Society or Greenpeace, or to a local no-kill shelter or spay/neuter program, because these have no links to terrorism.  One should also consider the Traditional Cat Association, because extreme breeding is clearly out of control like so many other issues.


One also should never give money to, buy merchandise from, attend, or send one’s children to any institution that belongs to NCAA.  It is very important to boycott all sports as vendors of male supremacism, militarism, capitalism, substance usage, atrocious diet, gambling, organized crime, and sexual violence.  The surreptitious compensation of the players gives them an aura of superiority that they invariably take advantage of academically (cheating) and socially (classroom disruption and violence against women).  The sheer magnitude of this intractable corruption and the financial neglect of academics put the validity of the whole degree into question.  A case in point is that in such schools, students and parents are promised Nobel laureates for bone-crushing tuitions, but instead get international graduate student teaching assistants who can barely speak English.  Instead, one should attend and send one’s children to community colleges and liberal arts universities that do not belong to NCAA.  Contrary to popular belief and overclass disdain, faculty at community colleges are dedicated educators who do not constantly have to write research grants and course credits easily transfer to 4-year universities.


Another place to never give is so-called public media.  Although hard-hitting documentaries such as Gasland and Food, Inc. occasionally air on PBS, content is increasingly under the control of corporate, medical, and other overclass underwriters that run ads that routinely appear on both TV and radio networks.  Health reporting is the most obviously and blatantly biased, but all other issues have been moving inexorably to the right as well.  Just because public media is less conservative than the Faux Noise Channel doesn’t make it a progressive voice in any way.  At this point, the only consistently reliable source of information about anything is from radical activists on that issue.  This is why I support the proliferation of low power FM radio stations that are entirely listener supported.  In 2010, President Obama did sign into law legislation eliminating many immoral barrier-to-entry laws blocking such stations in urban areas.  All other barrier-to-entry laws must be repealed because they violate the spirit of the Sherman Act if not the letter.

Centers for Independent Living have gotten mixed reviews.  Some I know have had good experiences with them and others have had awful experiences.  On the Home Page I mention the scandal of so many people blowing their severely disabled relatives’ SSDI and SSI checks at casinos.  Clearly, substantial reforms are still needed in services for people with disabilities.  These are people with real disabilities and not contrived psychiatric labels designed to ram dangerous drugs down people’s throats that cause them to avoid their feelings.


If one has disposable income to donate, one should generally give to anti-poverty programs, grassroots organizations, independent media outlets, and liberal arts colleges that do not belong to NCAA.  Instead of giving unnecessary Christmas/holiday gifts and birthday gifts, why not make a donation to a homeless shelter, grassroots organization, or an independent media outlet in the person’s honor?  And instead of sending flowers, why not give a memorial to a food bank, independent media or a grassroots organization?  This would relieve the environment of tremendous pressure by dramatically reducing consumerism, economically starving greedy capitalists, saving the giver time, energy, and gasoline, and supporting truly worthy causes.
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
